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Walk for Warmth Fact Sheet — St. Joseph County

Community Action’s Walk for Warmth is a community event which raises funds to help low-
income, elderly and disabled residents who have fallen on hard times to keep their utilities on so
they can stay warm during the winter. In 2011, Community Action’s Walk for Warmth
Campaign donations assisted 48 St. Joseph County households in keeping their heat on.
On February 23, 2013, the Walk aims to raise $8,000 in the St. Joseph County Area.

Yes! Funds raised in St. Joseph County are only used to help residents of St. Joseph County.

Where/when is my Walk for Warmth?

Walk for Warmth is Saturday, February 23, 2013. St. Joseph County’s Walk for Warmth will
start at the Three Rivers Community Center, 103 S. Douglas, Three Rivers. The Walk
registration begins at 9:00 am, opening ceremonies will begin at approximately 9:30 am, and the
one-mile outdoor Walk begins at 10:00 am.

St. Joseph County assisted 48 households, totaling 118 family members with their utility bills
through the generous Walk for Warmth donations Community Action received during the 2011
campaign. Community Action paid an average household bill of $448.06. Of the families
Community Action assisted in the St. Joseph County area:
